Hiding in Plain Sight

For the past few weeks, I've been looking for
a particular book in preparation for a sermon .
| know | have the book. Several months
ago, | remember seeing it on my bookshelf
and even reading a portion of it and then
carefully putting it back on the shelf. | know
| have the book . . . but | can't find it.

My guess is that many can relate to my
search. Items we've carefully put aside have
a way of disappearing. Tricia and | once lost
track of our wedding album for seven
years. A friend recently set aside his favorite
fishing pole. He last remembers putting it in

the garage, but can't find it. Which is to say,
it's easy to lose track of our stuff.

Yesterday | was sitting at my deskand out of
the corner of my eye, | saw the book that had

alluded my search these past two weeks.

There it was hiding in plain sight. | don't
know how | could have missed it! Perhaps it
simply blended in to the familiar bindings
around it so that | was unable to see it.

Which brings me to this season called
Lent. Lent is a forty day journey which

invites us to slow down, so as to take notice
of those blessingswhich are often hiding in

plain sight. It is a season which asks us to
both look for and mark those holy moments

when we remember there is more to life than
our busyness and preoccupations.

Peter Gomes, the former chaplain at Harvard
University, refers to these 'holy moments' as
'thin places' where we are encountered by
God. Gomes writes: "There is in Celtic
mythology the notion of 'thin places' in the

universe, where the visible and the invisible

world come into their closest proximity. To

see such places is the vocation of the wise

and good, and those who find them find the
clearest communication between the earthly
and the eternal. Monasteries and holy
places were meant to be founded at such
spots. These thin places were threshold

places, from the Latin 'limen’, which can
mean a border or frontier place where two

worlds meet and where one has the
possibility of communicating with the

Details of Baptists in Haiti 7 Of the more than 21 Baptist churches, 11 church buildings were damaged and
at least four were completely destroyed. Two pastors died in the earthquake along with 29 other church
members. More than 400 congregants were injured. Among congregations, 438 homes were destroyed
and 673 were damaged. This just reflects those that are Baptists in Haiti.

So far contributions by American Baptist Churches-USA have totaled more than $254,000, to be allo-
cated for distributing mattresses, tarps and other shelter necessities (50%), providing food for families
(48%) and establishing a medical clinic and providing basic personal hygiene items (2%).
